The Drop Off Zone




operates in the morning only. Parents can drive up to the next available space, stopping only for the time necessary for their
students to get their belongings from the car. The car can then move into the right hand side and drive out. You can only turn
left out of the exit when leaving in the morning.

If using the Drop Off Zone you must be able to unload your students and their bags within 30 seconds and move on. If
you need longer to achieve this then you need to park on the street.

This system works very smoothly when everyone follows these guidelines. If you are leaving the car for any purpose (like
escorting students to the classroom) then you must not use the Drop Off Zone between 8.30 until 9.15. The Drop Off Zone does
not operate in the afternoon as the dynamics do not work and it is unsafe. The only use after school is for school authorised
disabled parking.
